County Finance Committee Approves VAC Agreement

On June 29th the County Board Finance Committee approved the Inter Governmental Agreement between the County and the VAC.  The agreement for 2 years give guidance on the services the county provides to the VAC.  The newest change is that the States Attorney can not provide legal service to the VAC.  Colonel Bartlett A. Carroll, USA (Ret) and the last Staff Judge Advocate for Fort Sheridan has been providing pro bono service  to the VAC.  Colonel Carroll is a Vietnam Veteran having served with the 101st Airborne in Vietnam.  The agreement now goes before the County Board as whole for a  vote.

SB3042

We have one bill remaining from those that we passed resolutions on.  SB 3042 introduced by Senator Bush, Grayslake will provide relief for the surviving spouse of disabled veterans who failed to sign up for the Standard Homestead Exemption for Disabled Veterans before their death.  The bill passed the Senate but is now stalled in the House Rules Committee. Rep. Sente has Co Sponsored the bill in the house.  Rep. Ed Sullivan of Mundelein is a member of the House Rules Committee.

These plates are for veterans with a service connected disability 50% or higher and are  not eligble for the DAV handicap Plates. .  There is one time fee of $29.  You mail the application to SOS, 501 S. 2d Street, Howlett Bldg, Rm 541, Springfield, IL  62756 with the application, DD 214 and your VA award letter.
