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Congratulations to Al Lynch, John DeRue and Larry Sassorossi on a well run first Golf Outing for the Al Lynch Foundation.  Funds raised by the event will be used to help veterans in need.
Again, a thank you to Senator Terry Link and Representative Rita Mayfield for their sponsorship of the Disabled Veterans Homestead Exemption.  Our staff has been processing applications for this very important tax advantage for our disabled veterans.   An unintended result may be the addition of surviving spouses. Senator Link’s staff has been consulting with attorneys from the Illinois Department of Revenue on adding spouses who were not exempt at the time of their spouses death. 
Senator Link’s staff has also been involved in getting County Service Officers accredited by the State of Illinois and an  amendment to the Veterans Treatment Court Act to add the VAC as a member of the council.   In Lake County the Chief Judge added the VAC, this amendment would make it a statewide mandate. 
VAC Budget, we are meeting with the finance committee on October 20th, and we are expecting a 2% cut ($9,000).  This was directed at all county funded departments and agencies. 
Volunteer Luncheon – scheduled for Sunday, December 13th .
A thank you to Allan Ayers for representing the VAC at a veterans job forum sponsored by the VAC of DuPage County and to Catherine  Rodriguez and a big thanks to Nick Konz, Mike Kozar, Sherry Kruse, Mary Ann Kornau Bandurski and Mike Bandurski for their efforts at the Al Lynch Golf Outing.
We now have three interns on staff, paid by a federal grant, Lisabeth Risley, Catherine Rodriguez, and Victoria Serafico.
The office at Lovell FHCC has been producing over 20 claims a week, we are still on track to make over $100 million in compensation for 2015.  This places us behind only Cook County and St. Clair County in compensation and gives us 15% of our 35,000 vet population.
