The VA had proposed to eliminate IU (Individual Unemployability) for veterans over 62 or over to fund Veterans Choice.  VA Secretary announced last week that the proposal had been eliminated and the current IU program will remain intact. Further, Sec. Shulkin stated the VA is dropping its appeal of the Staab Case, which the Court of Appeals ruled in favor of veterans and stating that the VA needed to cover any VA-enrolled veteran’s private sector emergency care, even if that veteran has alternative health insurance, which the VA had intentionally failed to implement a 2010 law.
