Administration:
The assessment should be completed as close to the initiation of services as possible.  
[bookmark: _Hlk524335084]The post-test should be completed as close to the client’s discontinuation of services as possible or the quarter in which funding is exhausted, whichever comes first.  
Clinicians may use their judgement on whether to complete the test with the client or to have them complete it on their own.  The clinician’s determination should be based on their level of confidence in the client to answer the questions fairly.  


Scoring:
Scoring is only completed after the post-test has been completed. 
If there is an improvement from the pre-test to the post-test result then score that category with a 1.  If there is no change then score that category with a 0.  If there is a decline from the pre-test to the post-test then score that category with a -1.  The sum of those results is the overall score.  
If a person’s change in status is not clear, the clinician should use their judgement in determining the client’s score.  An example of this could occur in the housing category where a person may have moved from an abusive home to living on the street.  In this case, the clinician would have to use their knowledge of the situation to determine whether the move was really an improvement, a lateral move or a decline.

The relationship is helpful to both in coping with life’s difficulties and enjoying the good things life offers.  Pets may qualify.
